There is a lot of talk today about artificial intelligence and the future. What kind of impact will it have on society? On jobs? And how will students who use AI now function in various aspects of their lives down the road?
AI use by students is often connected to writing. Before AI, a common form of cheating in writing was plagiarism—handing in someone else’s work as your own. Plagiarism is usually easy to detect. Teachers can search specific phrases online and quickly find matches. However, AI-generated writing is more difficult to identify, especially when a student asks AI to write at her own grade level or in her personal tone.
In junior high, I don’t detect a lot of AI misuse when we write essays. Much of our prewriting is still done by hand, and it’s easy to hear a student’s genuine voice in their work. But as educators, we need to prepare students for the future temptation of letting AI do their thinking for them. Recently, I came across a lesson by Angela Watson titled “Stay Human: Protect Your Brainpower in an AI World.” We went through it with the 7th grade class, and Watson made a compelling case for why overusing AI can be harmful to developing brains.
Watson used a vivid illustration: imagine a foolish person who goes to the gym, sits down, and simply watches others work out, then goes home believing he has gained muscle. She compared that to students   who let AI do their thinking and writing. Just as watching others exercise doesn’t make you stronger, letting AI do your mental work prevents
your brain from growing.

Students were then asked to consider adults who are excellent communicators (people who can speak and write clearly) and to reflect on how many years of practice and struggle it took those adults to develop those skills. Writing, like any muscle, grows stronger through use.
There are many reasons to guard our writing from becoming dependent on AI. Writing is a unique activity that activates multiple areas of the brain simultaneously. Watson compared it to creating well-worn paths in the grass. Each time a student plans, drafts, and revises, new connections form between different regions of the brain, strengthening memory, focus, and creativity.
The long-term impact of AI use is especially concerning for children because of the neuroplasticity of their brains. A child’s brain is still forming, constantly creating new pathways through active learning. When those pathways aren’t developed through effort and problem-solving, the effects may linger into adulthood. One study compared brain scans of 7-year-old children while they were writing versus watching someone else write (an analogy to passively using AI). The writing children showed high levels of brain activity and learning; those merely watching showed almost none. The learning did not 'stick.'
Students should be cautious in their use of AI for the reasons above, but even more so should not submit AI work and call it their own. We teach our children  to grow into adults of integrity and people who do their work honestly, think critically, and use technology responsibly. True wisdom, after all, doesn’t come from some field full of machines in Wisconsin. It begins with “the fear of the Lord” (Proverbs 9:10).

     The teachers’ convention is one of the many highlights of the school year for our teachers. This year marked the 70th Protestant Reformed Teachers’ Convention   which was held on October 16 – 17 at Heritage Christian School in Hudsonville, Michigan.      
	After the initial coffee time and singing together as teachers, Prof. Griess delivered the keynote speech on Thursday morning based on Ephesians 4: 1 – 3.  His speech was entitled “Dwelling Together in Unity in the School.” His speech was divided into three main parts.  First, he talked about our unity needing a good foundation.  This foundation must bind the whole body of the school with the individual students of the school. This foundation is the Word of God and the Creeds which He has graciously given to us.  Because of sin, there are divisions in schools, churches, etc., yet God has led His church throughout the generations by His Word and the creeds.    His second point talked about a double concern that is present in preserving this unity.  This double concern deals with preserving the institution without idolizing it, but also to preserve the students in the school without idolizing them. We need to have a concern for both. He said there is a right emphasis on the individual child in our schools. This is a concern for the safety of the child, a concern for the child as a redeemed child, and a spiritual concern for the child. We love them and desire for them to grow up loving the Lord with all their heart, mind, soul, strength, and to love their neighbor as themselves.  The temptation is to go too far in either direction.  We can easily show favoritism to an individual child or even to the school as the institute. Individualism is a great concern. It is being taught more and more in today’s society. Put our own needs first because we feel our needs are the most important. But another danger we need to watch for is sacrificing a student’s needs just to maintain the institution. An example of this could be hiding the sins of someone in authority in a church or school for the sake of the institution.   Finally, Prof Griess talked about the Spiritual qualities that should be displayed in order to preserve this unity. These qualities are found in Ephesians 4: 2 where we are called to walk “With all lowliness and meekness, with longsuffering, forbearing one another in love”. May we be granted the grace to so walk
